Explanation of how funding request fits into Beneficiary’s Mitigation Plan (5.2.1):
The State of Washington Volkswagen Beneficiary Mitigation Plan guides the state’s selection
and prioritization of projects to achieve Washington’s goal to:
e Reduce emissions from diesel engines in the state where the 2.0 and 3.0 liter VW
vehicles were, are, or will operate; and
e Fully mitigate the total, lifetime excess NOx emissions of the subject vehicles.

Washington’s mitigation plan principles and priorities, as outlined in the state Beneficiary
Mitigation Plan, are to:

e Improve air quality for communities that have historically borne a disproportionate

share of the air pollution burden in Washington.

e Maximize air quality co-benefits beyond nitrogen oxide reductions.

e Maximize public health benefits.

e Accelerate adoption of electric vehicles, equipment, and vessels.

e Promote electrification technologies in public transportation fleets.

e Accelerate fleet turnover to the cleanest engines.




e Achieve substantial additional emissions reductions beyond what would occur absent
trust funding.

e Ensure cost-effectiveness.

e Leverage additional matching funds.

Washington’s Beneficiary Mitigation Plan identifies zero emission medium duty vehicles as
eligible for investment. Ecology will allocate up to $5.34M to fund the replacement or
repower of class 4-7 diesel local freight with zero emission vehicles, including the associated
fueling equipment.

This grant program will:
e Reduce emissions from operating and idling directly within communities
e Reduce noise and water pollution
e Improve working conditions for drivers
e Promote zero emission technologies for highly visible vehicles

Detailed Description of Mitigation Action Item Including Community and Air Quality Benefits
(5.2.2):

Ecology is allocating approximately $5.34M for a competitive grant program to repower or
scrap and replace eligible class 4-7 local freight vehicles. This grant will be open to registered
business, non-profit, and public and tribal entities that own and operate local freight vehicles.

Medium and heavy duty local freight vehicles are noisy and contribute large amounts of
diesel emissions within the communities they serve. These vehicles spend significant amounts
of time idling while carrying heavy loads, increasing their impact on neighborhoods. By
scrapping and replacing or repowering these vehicles, we aim to reduce air and noise
pollution in the communities where they operate and increase awareness of the feasibility of
zero emissions infrastructure.

Ecology estimates that this grant opportunity will fund the zero emission repower or
replacement of approximately 9 local freight vehicles. This will result in the following lifetime
emissions reductions:

e 2.1 short tons of NOx

e 0.13 short tons of PMy5

e 333.5 short tons of CO;

Estimate of Anticipated NOx Reductions (5.2.3):
Ecology anticipates funding approximately 9 zero emission replacements/repowers. This will
reduce about 2.1 short tons of NOx over the lifetime of the vehicles.

As stated in response to paragraph #7 in Attachment A of Washington’s Appendix D-3 filing,
Ecology makes documents and records submitted in support of funding requests and
documents and records supporting expenditures of trust funds available to the public through
an online application, system, on the agency's website at ecology.wa.gov. The application
provides easy-to-use access to all grant application and reporting materials for funded
projects.

On February 27, 2018, Washington Department of Ecology contacted the U.S. Department of
Interior, U.S. Department of Agriculture, U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and
National Park Service, via email to notify them of the availability of Washington State
Volkswagen Mitigation Action Funds. The notice included a link to the State Trust agreement
and attachments; a link to Ecology’s procedures for review, consideration, and written
determination for each request of funds; and instructions to subscribe to the Washington
Department of Ecology’s listserv to receive up-to-date information, if desired.

If applicable, describe how the mitigation action will mitigate the impacts of NOx emissions on
communities that have historically borne a disproportionate share of the adverse impacts of such
emissions (5.2.10).

Ecology worked with the Washington State Department of Health to develop the Washington
Tracking Network’s (WTN) “Diesel and Disproportionately Impacted Communities” Index. This
mapping tool combines two factors to produce a score for a selected census tract. Census
tracts with a higher score experience higher diesel pollution and social factors that may
contribute to inequities across the state.

The Diesel Pollution Burden and the Priority Population are each weighted one-half to
calculate a score for each census tract, compared to other census tracts across the state.

The Diesel Pollution Burden factor is the relative score representing the approximate mass of
diesel emissions within a census tract.

The Priority Populations factor averages a set of six socio-economic factors. Each factor has a
separate score based on available census data:
e 1. Limited English: percent of population five years and older who speak English less
than “very well”.
e 2. No high school diploma: percent of people who have not received a high school
diploma or GED by age 25.
e 3. People of Color: a sum of all race/ethnicity categories EXCEPT White/Non-Hispanic.
e 4, Population living in poverty: percent of people earning less than or equal to 185% of
the federal poverty level.




e 5. Unaffordable Housing: households spending greater than 30% of their income on
housing costs.
e 6. Unemployed: population 16 years and older in the workforce and registered as
unemployed.
Ecology is also incorporating location-based scoring for projects located in Overburdened
Communities Highly Impacted by Air Pollution, as defined for the Environmental Justice
initiative of the Climate Commitment Act, as well as location-based scoring on Tribal lands.

Ecology’s scoring and evaluation process will prioritize projects that improve air quality for
areas of the state disproportionately impacted by air pollution.

The Washington Department of Ecology, as the lead agency for the state of Washington
implementing the Environmental Mitigation plan, will provide detailed reporting on this funding
request in two ways: (1) timely updates to the Department of Ecology’s Volkswagen Federal
Enforcement Action website; and (2) semi-annual reports to the Trustee as required by
subparagraph 5.3 of the Environmental Mitigation Trust Agreement for State Beneficiaries.

The Department has established a public VW website that will host detailed implementation
reporting information. The public website, https://ecology.wa.gov/Air-Climate/Reducing-
Greenhouse-Gas-Emissions/Investing-in-cleaner-transportation/Washington-s-investment-plan,
was created to provide information related to the Trust, the VW partial Consent Trust Decrees,
Washington’s plans, and implementation information. To provide transparency and
accountability, the Department of Ecology will make publicly available all the required
documentation under Paragraph 7 of the Appendix D-3 Certification for Beneficiary Status form.

The Department will comply with the reporting obligations listed in the Environmental
Mitigation Trust Agreement for State Beneficiaries in subparagraph 5.3, reporting to Trustee on
the status of and expenditures associated with the Mitigation Actions completed and underway
within six months of the first disbursement and then January 30th and July 30th thereafter.
